Will of James Oatley

This is the last will of James Oatley of Box, Wilts, Quarryman of which I appoint my dear wife Rebecca Oatley, my son Benjamin Oatley and my nephew Eli Oatley of Melksham, Engineer, Executors.

WILL - I bequeath to each of my dear children Moses James, Leah Priscilla and Maud Mary a legacy of ten pounds and I give a legacy of five pounds to my nephew Thomas son of my late daughter Maria. I give my Family Bible to my said son Moses James. I give a feather bed to each of my daughters the said Leah Priscilla and Maud Mary. I give my dwelling house at Quarry Hill, Box in which I reside with the garden and outbuildings and also my house and land called Ivy Cottage, Burton Hill, Malmesbury, Wilts unto my said dear wife Rebecca Oatley for her life if she shall so long continue my widow and from and after her decease or marriage again I give the same houses and premises unto my dear son Charles William Bond Oatley absolutely but in case the said Charles William Bond Oatley shall die under 21 years of age or shall die after attaining that age but without leaving a lawful issue then living or intestate as to the said houses and premises then I give the same houses and premises unto my son the said Moses James absolutely. I give all the residue of any real and personal estate unto my wife the said Rebecca Oatley absolutely and for her separate use. I appoint my said dear wife and William Walker and Isaiah Emery both of Malmesbury aforesaid Guardians of my infant children. Witness my hand this 6th day of June 1881.
